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Lari R. Gibbons is an Associate Professor of Art at the University of North Texas, where she
teaches undergraduate and graduate students in printmaking, drawing and pedagogy.
Since her arrival at UNT in 2002, her prints and drawings have been featured in over sev-
enty-five national, international and traveling exhibitions in venues such as the Centre of
Culture Promotion (Czestochowa, Poland), International Fine Print Dealers Association
(New York, New York), and Musée d’Art Contemporain de Chamali¢res (Auvergne,
France). During the same time period, her work earned more than fifteen awards, notably
from “Espacio de Art” (Rosario, Argentina), Gufang Gallery (Beijing, China) and New
Leaf Editions (Vancouver, Canada). She was an Artist-in-Residence at numerous institu-
tions, including Banff Centre (Alberta, Canada), Anchor Graphics (Chicago, Illinois) and
Ucross Foundation (Ucross, Wyoming). Her work is represented by Pan American Art
Projects in Dallas, Texas.
